Setting up the Console

Simply disconnect the antenna cable from your telavi

Computer System conscle fo the VHF antenna terminals on
your felevision

Power Adaptor

Attach the power adaptor to the back of your console. Maks
sure that your console power switch Is off; then plug the
adaptor into any convenient outiet

Note: Please insure that your power adaptor is compatible
with your electrical supply. If you are in doubt, consuit your
dealer

Controllers

Plug your Joystick Controllars into the controller jacks at the
back of your console. For most one-player games, you will
use the LEFT CONTROLLER jock. See your game instruction
bocklat for details.

Note: Some Atari games require different controllers. Poddie
Controliers, the ACTION CONTROL BASE™ keypad for children's
cartridges, and the VIDEC TOUCH PAD™ confroller may be pur-
chased saparataly,

Channel Switch

Your Video Computer System Is factory set fo operate on a
non-broadcasting VHF station In your areq. Slide the CHANNEL
switch on your game console fo 3 and select channel 3 on
your television. If you receive interference on this staficn, slide
the CHANNEL switch on your console 10 2, and select channeal
2 on your television.

MNote: In some areas, you will need o fune your television 1o
channal 3 or 4, instead of channel 2 or 3. Note that channe!
3 on your Video Computer System corresponds fo channel 4
on your felevision. *

Returning to Television Programming

To return to your regular television programming, you must
reconnect your television anfenna to your television. Ba sure
to turn your Video Computer Sysfem off and to unplug the
power agaptor.

Important: If no playfielc appears, switch the power switch off
and then cn again. You may have inserted the cariridge
while the power switch was on

To remove a carfridge, simply pull it straight out of the console

Game Select Switch

In most games. the GAME SELECT switch s used to select the
game or game variation you wish fo piay. See the game in-
structions packed with your cartridge for cetalls

Game Reset Switch

In most games, pressing GAME RESET or the red biufton on
your controller will start the game. GAME RESET will also start a
game over during game play. Again, see your game Insfruc-
tions for details

Difficulty Switches

The DIFFICULTY switches are usually used fo make a game
more challenging for a skilled player. or o balance the abili-
fies of two players. In fwo-player games, the player using the
left controller jack uses the left DIFFICULTY switch: the player
using the right confrolier jack uses the right DIFFICULTY switch

In some games the DIFFICULTY switches have other functions.
