Tempered glass is designed to shatter into many small,
pebble-size pieces. This is normal. Glass shelves and covers
are heavy. Use both hands when removing them to avoid
dropping.

When installing your refrigerator next to a fixed
wall, leave a 3%4" (9.5 cm) minimum space between the
refrigerator and wall to allow the door to swing open.

NOTE: This refrigerator is intended for use in a location where
the temperature ranges from a minimum of 55°F (13°C) to a
maximum of 110°F (43°C). The preferred room temperature
range for optimum performance, which reduces electricity
usage and provides superior cooling, is between 60°F (15°C)
and 90°F (32°C). It is recommended that you do not install the
refrigerator near a heat source, such as an oven or radiator.

Recommended Grounding Method

A 115 volt, 60 Hz., AC only 15- or 20-amp fused, grounded
electrical supply is required. It is recommended that a separate
circuit serving only your refrigerator be provided. Use an outlet
that cannot be turned off by a switch. Do not use an

extension cord.

NOTE: Before performing any type of installation, cleaning, or
removing a light bulb, turn Cooling OFF, and then disconnect
the refrigerator from the electrical source. When you are
finished, reconnect the refrigerator to the electrical source and
turn Cooling ON. See “Using the Controls.”
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Water Supply Requirements
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Gather the required tools and parts before starting installation.
Read and follow the instructions provided with any tools listed
here.

IMPORTANT:

m  All installations must meet local plumbing code
requirements.

m Do not use a piercing-type or %6" (4.76 mm) saddle valve
which reduces water flow and clogs more easily.

B Use copper tubing and check for leaks. Install copper tubing
only in areas where the household temperatures will remain
above freezing.

m  For models with water filters, the disposable water filter
should be replaced at least every 6 months.

Water Pressure

A cold water supply with water pressure of between 35 and
120 psi (241 and 827 kPa) is required to operate the water
dispenser and ice maker. If you have questions about your water
pressure, call a licensed, qualified plumber.

Reverse Osmosis Water Supply

IMPORTANT: The pressure of the water supply coming out of a
reverse osmosis system going to the water inlet valve of the
refrigerator needs to be between 35 and 120 psi {241 and

827 kPa).

If a reverse osmosis water filtration system is connected to your
cold water supply, the water pressure to the reverse osmosis
system needs to be a minimum of 40 to 60 psi (276 to 414 kPa).

If the water pressure to the reverse osmosis system is less than
40 to 60 psi {276 to 414 kPa):

B Check to see whether the sediment filter in the reverse
osmosis system is blocked. Replace the filter if necessary.

B Allow the storage tank on the reverse osmosis system to refill
after heavy usage.

m If your refrigerator has a water filter, it may further reduce
the water pressure when used in conjunction with a reverse
osmosis system. Remove the water filter. See “Water
Filtration System.”

If you have questions about your water pressure, call a licensed,
qualified plumber.



Read all directions before you begin.

IMPORTANT: If you turn on the refrigerator before the water

line is connected, turn off the ice maker to avoid excessive noise

or damage to the water valve.

Connect to Water Line

Connect to Refrigerator

Depending on your model, the water line may come down from
the top or up from the bottom. Follow the connection instructions
for your model.

Style 1

Unplug refrigerator or disconnect power.

Turn OFF main water supply. Turn ON nearest faucet long
enough to clear line of water.

Find a 2" to 1%4" (12.7 mm to 31.8 mm) vertical cold water
pipe near the refrigerator.

IMPORTANT:

B Make sure it is a cold water pipe.

m  Horizontal pipe will work, but the following procedure
must be followed: Drill on the top side of the pipe, not
the bottom. This will help keep water away from the
drill. This also keeps normal sediment from collecting in
the valve.

Determine the length of copper tubing you need. Measure
from the connection on the lower right rear of the
refrigerator to the water pipe. Add 7 ft (2.1 m) to allow for
cleaning. Use V2" (6.35 mm) O.D. (outside diameter) copper
tubing. Be sure both ends of copper tubing are cut square.

Using a cordless drill, drill a V4" hole in the cold water pipe
you have selected.

E. Compression sleeve
F. Shutoff valve
G. Packing nut

A. Cold water pipe
B. Pipe clamp

C. Copper tubing
D. Compression nut

Fasten the shutoff valve to the cold water pipe with the pipe
clamp. Be sure the outlet end is solidly in the /4" drilled hole
in the water pipe and that the washer is under the pipe
clamp. Tighten the packing nut. Tighten the pipe clamp
screws slowly and evenly so the washer makes a watertight
seal. Do not overtighten.

Slip the compression sleeve and compression nut on the
copper tubing as shown. Insert the end of the tubing into the
outlet end squarely as far as it will go. Screw compression
nut onto outlet end with adjustable wrench. Do not
overtighten or you may crush the copper tubing.

Place the free end of the tubing in a container or sink, and

turn ON the main water supply. Flush the tubing until water
is clear. Turn OFF the shutoff valve on the water pipe.

Remove plastic cap from water valve inlet port. Attach the
copper tube to the valve inlet using a compression nut and
sleeve as shown. Tighten the compression nut. Do not
overtighten. Confirm copper tubing is secure by pulling on
copper tubing.

2. Create a service loop with the copper tubing. Avoid kinks
when coiling the copper tubing. Secure copper tubing to
refrigerator cabinet with a “P” clamp.

3. Turn on water supply to refrigerator and check for leaks.
Correct any leaks.

Style 2

1. Create a service loop {minimum diameter of 2 ft [61 cm])
with the copper tubing. Avoid kinks when coiling the copper
tubing.

2. Remove the plastic cap from water valve inlet port. Place a
compression nut and sleeve on the copper tubing.

3. Insert the end of the copper tubing into the water valve inlet

port. Shape tubing slightly so that the tubing feeds straight
into the port to avoid kinks.



4. Slide the compression nut over the sleeve and screw into the
water valve inlet port.

5. Using an adjustable wrench, hold the nut on the plastic
water line to keep it from moving. Then, with a second
wrench turn the compression nut on the copper tubing
counterclockwise to completely tighten. Do not overtighten.

6. Check connection by pulling on copper tubing. Attach the
plastic water line to the refrigerator cabinet with a “P”
clamp.

7. Turn on water supply to the refrigerator and check for leaks.

while the hinges are being removed. Do not depend on the

door gasket magnets to hold the door in place while you are
working.

3. Starting with the right-hand side door, remove the parts for
the top hinge as shown in Top Hinge graphic. Lift the
refrigerator door from the bottom hinge pin.

4. Before removing the left-hand side door, disconnect the
wiring plug located on top of the top hinge by wedging a
flat-blade screwdriver or your fingernail between the two
sections. See Wiring Plug graphic.

NOTE: The green, ground wire remains attached to the
hinge.

5. Remove the parts for the top hinge as shown in Top Hinge
graphic. Lift the left-hand side door from the bottom hinge
pin.

Replace Doors and Hinges

1. Assemble the parts for the top hinge as shown in Top Hinge
graphic. Do not tighten the screws completely.

2. Replace the parts for the bottom hinge as shown in Bottom
Hinge graphic. Tighten screws. Replace the refrigerator
door.

NOTE: Provide additional support for the refrigerator door
while the hinges are being moved. Do not depend on the
door gasket magnets to hold the door in place while you are
working.

3. Align the door so that the bottom of the refrigerator door
aligns evenly with the top of the freezer drawer. Tighten all
screws.

4. Reconnect the wiring plug on top of the left-hand side
refrigerator door.

5. Replace the top hinge covers.

Remove and Replace Freezer Drawer Front

IMPORTANT: Two people may be required to remove and
replace the freezer drawer front. Graphics are included later in
this section.

Remove Drawer Front
1. Open the freezer drawer to full extension.

2. loosen the four screws attaching the drawer glides to the
drawer front. See Drawer Front Removal graphic.

NOTE: Loosen screws three to four turns. Keep the screws in
the drawer front.

3. Lift drawer front upward and off the screws. See Drawer
Front Removal graphic.

Replace Drawer Front

1. Slide the drawer glides out of the freezer compartment.
Insert the screws in the top of the drawer front into the slots
in the drawer brackets. See Drawer Front Replacement
graphic.

2. Pull the drawer brackets toward you to position the two
screws in the bottom of the drawer front into the brackets.
See Drawer Front Replacement graphic.

3. Completely tighten the four screws.

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IMPORTANT:

Your refrigerator has two adjustable, front leveling screws —
one on each side of the refrigerator base. If your
refrigerator seems unsteady or you want the door to close
easier, use the instructions below.

Before moving the refrigerator, raise the leveling screws so
the front rollers are touching the floor.

Remove the base grille. Grasp the grille firmly and pull it
toward you.

Raise or lower the cabinet.
Using a 4" hex driver, turn the leveling screw on each side

to raise or lower that side of the refrigerator.

NOTE: Having someone push against the top of the
refrigerator takes some weight off the leveling screws. This
makes it easier to turn the screws. It may take several turns
of the leveling screw to adjust the tilt of the refrigerator.

m  To raise, turn the leveling screw clockwise.

m  To lower, turn the leveling screw counterclockwise.

3. Open the door again to make sure that it closes as easily as

you like. If not, tilt the refrigerator slightly more to the rear
by turning both leveling screws clockwise. It may take
several more turns, and you should turn both screws the
same amount.

4. Replace the base grille.

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Water System Preparation

Please read before using the water system.

IMPORTANT: After connecting the refrigerator to a water source
or replacing the water filter, follow the steps below to make sure
that the water system is properly cleaned. This will flush air from
the filter and water dispensing system, and prepare the water
filter for use.

1. Turn off the ice maker by opening the freezer door and
lifting up the wire shutoff arm as shown.

2. Install the interior water filter. The interior water filter
mounting bracket is located on the left side wall of the
refrigerator compartment.

Do not use with water that is microbiologically unsafe or
of unknown quality without adequate disinfection before
or after the system. Systems certified for cyst reduction
may be used on disinfected waters that may contain
filterable cysts.

m  Remove blue bypass cap and retain for later use.

Gently remove the interior water filter from its
packaging. Remove the sealing label from the end of the
filter and insert it into the filter head.

m  Gently rotate the filter clockwise until it stops. Then snap
the filter cover closed.

Press the Water button on the dispenser control panel. Use a
sturdy container to depress and hold the dispenser lever for
5 seconds, then release it for 5 seconds. Repeat until water
begins to flow. Once water begins to flow, continue
depressing and releasing the dispenser lever (5 seconds on,
5 seconds off) until a total of 4 gal. (15 L) has been
dispensed. This will flush air from the filter and water
dispensing system, and prepare the water filter for use.
Additional flushing may be required in some households. As
air is cleared from the system, water may spurt out of the
dispenser.

NOTE: After 5 minutes of continuous dispensing, the
dispenser will stop dispensing water to avoid flooding. To
continue dispensing, remove the container and press the
dispensing lever again.

4. |nspect the filter system for water leaks. If you see water
leaks, see the “Troubleshooting” section.

5. Turn on the ice maker by opening the freezer door and
lowering the wire shutoff arm as shown. Please refer to the
“lce Maker” section for further instructions on the operation
of your ice maker.

m  Allow 24 hours to produce the first batch of ice.

m Discard the first three batches of ice produced.

The temperature controls are located at the top front of the
refrigerator or freezer compartments.

For your convenience, the temperature controls are preset at the
factory. When you first install your refrigerator, make sure the
controls are still set to the recommended setting as shown.

m [f the temperature is too warm or too cold in the refrigerator
or freezer, first check the air vents to be sure they are not
blocked before adjusting the controls.

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Adjusting Controls

The REFRIGERATOR control adjusts the refrigerator
compartment temperature. The FREEZER control adjusts the
freezer compartment temperature.

If you need to adjust the temperature in either the refrigerator
or freezer compartment, use the settings listed in the chart as a
guide.

To Adjust Set Point Temperatures:
m  Press the Up Arrow or Down Arrow touch pads until the
desired temperature set point is displayed.

NOTE: Except when first turning on the refrigerator, do not
adjust either temperature control more than one setting at a
time. Wait 24 hours for the temperature to stabilize
between adjustments.

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Adjusting Controls

The REFRIGERATOR control adjusts the refrigerator
compartment temperature. The FREEZER control adjusts the
freezer compartment temperature.

If you need to adjust the temperature in either the refrigerator
or freezer compartment, use the settings listed in the chart as a
guide.

To Adjust Set Point Temperatures:

The first touch of the Up Arrow or Down Arrow displays the
current temperature set point. The display will show the set point
for approximately 3 seconds, and then return to the actual
temperature.

B Press the Up Arrow or Down Arrow touch pads until the
desired temperature set point is displayed.

NOTE: Except when first turning on the refrigerator, do not
adjust either temperature control more than one setting at a
time.

Press the
Grocery Savor touch pad again to return to the normal
refrigerator set point.

Acceler Ice

The Acceler-lce feature assists with temporary periods of heavy
ice use by increasing ice production.

Door Ajar Alarm

The Door Ajar feature sounds a chime every few seconds when
the refrigerator door has been left open for 5 continuous
minutes. The chime will sound until the door is closed or Door
Ajar is turned off.

Closing all the doors for 1 second
will cause the lights to come back on.
