This unit is equipped with a variety of precise digital decoders that allow you to enjoy multi-channel playback from
stereo or multi-channel sources. This unit is also equipped witha YAMAHA CINEMA DSP (digital sound field
processing) chip containing several sound field programs which you can use to enhance your playback experience.

What is a sound field?

A significant factor that creates the rich, full tones of alive instrument are the multiple reflections from the walls of the
room. In addition to making the sound live, these reflections enable the listener to tell where the player is situated as well
as the size and shape of the room in which the listening is sitting.

B Elements of a sound field
In any environment, there are two distinct types of sound reflections that combine with the direct sound coming straight
to our ears from the player’s instrument to make up the sound field.

Early reflections
Reflected sounds reach our ears extremely rapidly (50 msto 100 ms after the direct sound) after reflecting from one
surface only (from the ceiling or awall, for example). Early reflections help add clarity to the direct sound.

Reverberations

These are caused by reflections from more than one surface (i.e. wall, ceiling, the back of the room, etc.) so numerous
that they merge together to form a continuous sonic afterglow. They are non-directional and lessen the clarity of the direct
sound.

Direct sound, early reflections and subsequent reverberation taken together help us to determine the subjective size and
shape of the room, and it is this information that the digital sound field processor reproduces in order to create sound
fields.

If you could create the appropriate early reflections and subsequent reverberations in your listening room, you would be
able to create your own listening environment. The acousticsin your room could be changed to those of a concert hall, a
dance floor or alistening room of virtually any size at all. This ability to create sound fields at will is exactly what
YAMAHA has done with the CINEMA DSP technology.

Audio formats

B Dolby Digital

Dolby Digital isadigital surround sound system that gives
you completely independent multi-channel audio. With 3
front channels (left, center, and right), and 2 surround
stereo channels, Dolby Digital provides 5 full-range audio
channels. With an additional channel especially for bass
effects, called LFE (low frequency effect), the system has
atotal of 5.1-channels (LFE is counted as 0.1 channel). By
using 2-channel stereo for the surround speakers, more
accurate moving sound effects and surround sound
environment are possible than with Dolby Surround. The
wide dynamic range (from maximum to minimum
volume) reproduced by the 5 full-range channels and the
precise sound orientation generated using digital sound
processing provide listeners with previously unheard of
excitement and realism.

With this unit, any sound environment from monaural up
to a5.1-channel configuration can be freely selected for
your enjoyment.

B Dolby Pro Logic Il

Dolby Pro Logic Il isan improved technique used to
decode vast numbers of existing Dolby Surround software.
This new technology enables a discrete 5-channel
playback with 2 front left and right channels, 1 center
channel, and 2 surround left and right channels (instead of
only 1 surround channel for conventional Pro Logic
technology). Music and Game modes are also available for
2-channel sources in addition to the Movie mode.

B Dolby Surround

B Neo:6

Neo:6 decodes the conventional 2-channel sources for 6
channel playback by the specific decoder.

Two
modes are available; Music mode for playing music
sources and Cinema mode for movies.

B PCM (Linear PCM)

Linear PCM isasignal format under which an analog
audio signal isdigitized, recorded and transmitted without
using any compression.
